* The heat pump system heats the room by circulating hot air around all parts of the room. After the start of HEAT operation, it takes some time
before the room gets warmer.

* In HEAT operation, frost may occur on the outdoor unit and lower the heating capacity. In that case, the system switches into defrosting
operation to take away the frost.

Keep the air filters clean.
* Clogged air filters cause inefficient operation and waste energy. Clean them once in about every 2 weeks.
If you are not going to use the air conditioner for a long period, for example in spring or autumn, turn off the circuit breaker.
