Always run the cable so that it cannot come into contact with
heat sources, moisture, oil, sharp objects, sharp edges etc. Do
not clamp or fold the cord.

If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent, or similarly qualified persons in
order to prevent a hazard.

Ensure that the plug remains readily accessible to be able to
disconnect the appliance from the mains supply.

The appliance and its accessible parts become hot during use.
Care should be taken to avoid touching heating elements.

Unplug the appliance prior to cleaning or maintenance work. In
the process, ensure that the user is able to verify at each access
point that the appliance still remains unplugged.
